SUMMARY:

Chapter 220 is being revoked. HB2788 amended 63 O.S. § 1-1002.2 to remove the requirement
that the Commissioner promulgate rules establishing requirements for retailers of bunk beds. Retailers of
bunk beds remain subject to the safety requirements imposed by 63 O.S. §§ 1002.2 et seq.
AUTHORITY:

Commissioner of Health, Title 63 O.S. § 1-104; 63 O.S. § 1-1002.2; HB2788.
