V. Reports 27 

A. Emergency Systems quarterly activity report…….……..…………..............Lori Strider, OSDH 28 
Lori Strider introduced Tessa Cleary-Smith as the new EMS Administrator. The following 29 
positions are still open at OSDH; EMS Administrator II, Epidemiologist II/III, and Statistician.  30 
Regulatory inspections still continue and are unannounced.  31 
Development consults are still being done for our licensed agencies. Our key focus as of this year 32 
has been development of a rules compliant medical director involved quality assurance/quality 33 
improvement process for all agencies who received deficiencies.  34 
Two Regional OTEP has been completed this year for Region 2 and Region 4.  35 
There is a T3 Working Group from the Medical Direction/Coordination Committee that met on 36 
October 12, 2022 and are currently planning a future meeting in the next 2-3 weeks that will 37 
compare what Oklahoma uses to the national standards for prehospital triage. We have been 38 
selected to put together a new State EMS Plan Workgroup.  The workgroup is a strategic 39 
planning project funded by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA). The 40 
National Association of State EMS Officials (NASEMSO) is contracted with NHTSA to complete 41 
three strategic planning meetings before the end of 2022 to update some of the dated 42 
assessment documents, and then the findings will be presented to NHTSA.  43 
Reminder:  All cases must be reported to OKEMSIS by the end of the following month after date 44 
of service.  All September cases should be entered by the end of October 2022.  Dates for 45 
Trauma Fund to remember are: Hospital Trauma Fund Application deadline 11-30-22 and 46 
EMS/Physician Trauma Fund Application deadline 12-15-22. Physician Trauma Fund training is 47 
scheduled for 11-9-22 and EMS Trauma Fund Application training is 11-16-22. Claims for July 1- 48 
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December 31, 2021 is being reviewed at this time. Critical Dates (Claims January 1, 2022, to June 49 
30, 2022): 02/10/2023 – Data Error Reports and Transfer Feedback Reports uploaded to facilities 50 
OSDH BOX account, 03/01/2023 – All incomplete/corrections deadline, 03/17/2023 – Major 51 
Trauma Case List uploaded to facilities OSDH BOX Account – Last opportunity to make 52 
corrections – must submit a Review Request Form listing each case to make 53 
corrections/additions on, and 04/05/2023 – Final Deadline before Summary Sheet emailed to 54 
Hospital Administrator’s.  55 
Reminder:  Check monthly Compliance Report and verify number of cases submitted into 56 
Trauma Registry.  All cases through September 2022 should be entered by the end of October 57 
2022. If you have a discrepancy, please send an email to esystems@health.ok.gov and put in the 58 
subject line “Trauma Registry” and the concern for missing cases.  A staff member will contact 59 
you to troubleshoot the discrepancy.  If there are no trauma cases for each month, email 60 
ESystems stating you have no cases for that month.  By doing this, you will eliminate receiving 61 
an email with a reminder to submit your data.  62 
Oklahoma Emergency Response Systems Stabilization and Improvement Revolving Fund 63 
(OERSSIRF):Reviews were completed on October 6th and contracts went out on October 11th.  If 64 
you applied for trauma fund and were awarded a contract, you should have received something 65 
in the mail.  Also, all awards are posted on the OSDH Emergency Systems website.   66 
OTERAC: discussion and vote to remove Chapter 642, discussion and vote to approve new 67 
language for Chapter 643, discussion and vote to approve chapter 645, and discussion and vote 68 
to approve Oklahoma trauma system assessment by the American College of Surgeon, or other 69 
entities pending availability of funding.
