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PUBLIC HEALTH STATISTICS OF OKLAHOMA
BIRTHS AND DEATHS

This publication contains data relating to births, deaths, and still-
births for Oklahoma during the calendar year of 1967, and for previous years.
Information for 1967 is shown for the state , each county, and the three ma-
Jor cities; Oklahoma City, Tulsa City, and Lawton City, in six basic tables
in the Appendix. Two other tables in the Appendix give historical data for
the years of 1940 through 1967 for the state as a whole. The narrative por-
tion of the bulletin, with tables and charts illustrating points of interest,
presents some of the most frequently used statistics.

Tabulations in greater detail than those published are in manuscript
form in the Division of Statistics of the State Department of Health, and
information from them is available upon request.

POPULATION

The United States Bureau of the Census population estimate of 2,495,000
as of July 1, 1967, for the state of Oklahoma was used for computing rates.
Estimates for the counties, based on natural increase, net civilian migra-
tion, and net loss or gain to Armed Forces were adjusted to the Census Bu-
reau estimate of the state total for use in this bulletin, and are shown in
Table V of the Appendix. Other independent estimates for certain population
groups used are: for the White racial group, 2,265,949; for the Negro ra-
cial group, 164,362; for the Indian racial group, 64,689; for Oklahoma City,
380,100; for Tulsa City, 295,800; and for Lawton City, 71,100.

RESIDENCE ALLOCATION

Unless otherwise specified, all data included in this publication re-
late to the resident population, regardless of the place of occurrence of
the event. Table C in the Appendix is an exception since it shows the
births, stillbirths, deaths, infant and neonatal deaths that occurred in
each county during the year 1967. Birth, death, and stillbirth certificates
are filed in the state in which the events occur, but a voluntary exchange
of facsimiles of certificates for non-resident births, stillbirths, and
deaths between the states makes possible the reallocation of these vital
events to the usual place of residence for statistical purposes. Residence
reallocations were also made on a county and city basis within the state.

Table 1 shows non-resident births and deaths that occurred in Okla-
homa and also the number of resident births and deaths that occurred out of
state for 1967. Comparisons of these figures show net gains in both births
and deaths. The gain of 913 births represents 2.3 per cent of the total re-
sident births and the gain of 655 deaths represents 2.6 per cent of the to-
tal resident deaths.

Approximately 91.3 per cent of the resident birth transcripts and 83.9
per cent of the resident death transcrpits showed the place of occurrence
to be one of the six states adjoining Oklahoma. Other states in which Okla-
homa resident births and deaths commonly occurred are shown in Table 2, be-
low.

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CAUSE OF DEATH CLASSIFICATION

The International Statistical Classification of Diseases, Injuries, and
Causes of Death (Seventh Revision of International Lists), along with the
special rules and decisions recommended by the National Vital Statistics
Division, hasbeen used for selecting the underlying cause of death for sta-
tistical purposes. This revision has been in use since 1958. During the
years 1949 through 1957, the Sixth Revision was used. The list of inclu-
sions for some of the categories or the rules for selection of the under-
lying cause were slightly different from those of the SeventhRevision. Com~
parability ratios for the two revisions were established and should be used
when comparing rates or numbers between the two periods. Those categories
that showed a comparability ratio of 2 per cent or more are listed in Table
3, below.

Differences in coding procedures established in the Sixth Revision and
those in previous revisions, used prior to 1949, were greater than those in
subsequent revisions. Comparability ratios based on differences between the
Fifth and Sixth Revisions are shown in Table B in the Appendix. Numbers of
deaths and rates adjusted by these comparability ratios for certain catego-
ries in the years 1940-1948 are shown in the table also. The historical
Table A in the Appendix gives data as originally classified by the coding
rules in effect during the year concerned; these, too, can be adjusted by
use of the comparability ratios in Table B when comparisons are made.

LIVE BIRTHS

During 1967, a total of 39,189 live births occurred in Oklahoma. Five
hundred and ninety of these births occurred to residents of states other
than Oklahoma. There were 1,503 births that occurred in other states but
listed Oklahoma as the usual residence of the mother, bringing the total
number of resident 1live births to 40,102. The crude birth rate was 16.1
live births per 1,000 estimated population, which was the same as the pre-
vious year. These two rates were the lowest ever recorded; and therefore,
continued the downward trend that started in 1957 after the all time high
of 23.3 recorded in 1947.

The race specific birth rate for the White was the lowest with 15.0,
as compared to 23.5 for the ,zxmm&o and 33.7 for the Indian. The sex ratio
again showed a slight margin in favor of the males, with 1,059 males per
1,000 females.

The percentages of births that occurred in hospitals, and those that
had medical or non-medical attendance, for each racial group are shown in
Table 4. The proportion of hospital deliveries, 99.0 per cent, was slightly
above the 1966 figure of 98.7. The 1967 percentages of attendance by phy-
sicians in hospitals by race were: White, 99.2; Negro, 97.6; and Indian,

Distribution of the 1967 births by weight groups, by race is shown in
Table 5. The weight group with the highest concentration of births was 6
1b. 10 oz. to 7 1b. 11 oz., accounting for 38.3 per cent of the births with
weight specified. The largest number of births occurred in the same weight
group for each of the three races. The birth weight with the second high-
est concentration of White and Indian births was 7 1b. 12 oz. to 8 1b. 13
oz. as compared to the 5 1b. 9 oz. to 6 1b. 9 oz. group for the Negro racial
group. Of the births with weight specified, the Negro racial group had 2.8
per cent fall below 3 1b. 5 oz. while the White racial group had only 0.9
per cent fall below this weight as compared to 1.1 per cent for the Indian
racial group. At the other end of the scale, 2.3 per cent of the Indian
births, 1.3 per cent of the White births, and 0.6 per cent of the Negro
births weighed 9 1b. 15 oz. or more.

Immature Births

During 1967, 7.8 per cent of the resident birthswith birth weight spe-
cified weighed less than 5 1b. 8 oz., thus classifying them as immature ac—
cording to the birth weight criterion.. Immaturity is an important factor
for consideration in further reducing neonatal mortality since it was re-
ported as the underlying cause of 19.8 per cent of the neonatal deaths, and
was reported as a contributing factor in at least another 39.2 per cent of
the neonatal deaths.

Racial variations were observed again in the percentages of immature
births. The Negro racial group had the highest per cent of immature births
with 14.4 per cent immature as compared to 7.1 per cent for the White racial
group, and 6.4 per cent for the Indian racial group. Table 6 shows the pro-
portion of immature infants for each racial group according to the age of

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the mother. Mothers over the age of forty-five had the highest percentage
of immature births in the three racial groups as well as in the total popu-
lation.

STILLBIRTHS

Stillbirth certificates are filed for births which show no sign of life
and have developed to the twentieth week or more of gestation at the time
of birth. The 470 stillbirths recorded during 1967 yielded a stillbirth
rate of 11.7 stillbirths per 1,000 live births. This rate was the lowest
on record; the five-year average rate for the years 1962-1966 was only 12.7.
During 1967, the White racial group had the lowest stillbirth rate at 10.2.
The Indian stillbirth rate was 20.2; and the Negro was 20.4.

The underlying causes of stillbirths were selected on the basis of the
sequence of events that led to the stillbirth as reported on the medical
certification section of the certificates. In some instances; however, no
logical sequence could be established. In these cases, if more than one
cause was reported, precedence was given to those causes determined to be

The underlying causes of the stillbirths for 1967 are shown in Table 7.

During 1967, 13.7 per cent of the stillbirths with cause specified were
assigned to causes or conditions in the mother, 67.5 per cent to conditions
in the fetus, placenta, or cord, and the other 18.8 per cent to the ill-

defined category.

and cord conditions was the most common specific
of the stillbirths with cause specified were assigned to that single cate-
gory; congenital malformations was next with 17.7 per cent, and difficulties
in labor was third with 3.8 per cent of the stillbirths with cause specified.

The cause was not specified on 98 stillbirths.

In 1967, 97.2 per cent of the stillbirth certificates reported the pe-

riod of gestation.

Of these reporting period of gestation, 36.1 per cent

were reported as full term, 4Oweeks or longer; 19.9 per cent were 36 through

39 weeks;

13.3 per cent were 32 through 35 weeks; 12.5 per cent were 28
through 31 weeks; and 18.2 per cent were less than 28 weeks.

The proportion of stillbirths delivered by physicians in hospitals was
96.6 per cent. Table 8 shows stillbirths by attendance by race. Stillbirths
continued to occur more frequently among male fetuses than among females

during 1967.

Although the birth ratio was 106 males to every 100 females,

the stillbirth ratio was 110 males to 100 females but still less than the

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TOTAL DEATHS

The crude death rate for 1967 was 10.0 deaths per 1,000 estimated pop-
ulation, based on 24,859 deaths of Oklahoma residents. The race specific
crude death rates were: White, 9.9; Negro, 10.8; and Indian, 9.0 deaths
per 1,000 estimated population. Tables I and IT in the Appendix show crude
death rates, as well as rates for specific causes for each racial group.
Male deaths exceeded femalé deaths 14,349 to 10,510. Age specific death
rates can not be computed for 1967 since reliable population estimates by
age groups are not available. Deaths by age and cause are given in Table III
of the Appendix.

LEADING CAUSES OF DEATH

The leading causesof death for 1967 are ranked for the general popula-
tion and for certain age groups, by race, in Table IV in the Appendix. The
method used for ranking was that recommended by the Mortality Working Group
on Statistics of the Public Health Conference on Records and Statistics,
with two exceptions. Due to the limitations of the 50-cause list used for
tabulations in Oklahoma, the group "Nephritis and Nephrosis'" was used rather
than dividing into separate categories for "Acute Nephritis" and "Chronic
and Unspecified Nephritis"; and the category '"Diseases of the Arteries" was
used instead of "Arterisoclerosis" alone. The more detailed information is
available for the general population, but not for specific age groups with-
in the population, and is given in the narrative sections pertaining to
these diseases. During the past decade, the first four leading causes of
death; heart diseases, cancer, vascular lesions affecting the central ner-
vous system, and accidents have remained in that rank order. These four
causes accounted for 72.5 per cent of the total deaths in 1967.

The next three leading causes, influenza and pneumonia, and certain
diseases of early infancy, and diseases of the arteries have vied for fifth,
sixth, and seventh place for the past ten years. Diseases of the arteries
held seventh place for the first seven years and then moved to sixth place
in 1965 and has remained there. The remaining three causes, along with ne-
phritis and nephrosis and congenital malformations, have vied for the re-
maining three places during the ten year period.

Heart Diseases

Diseases of the heart accounted for 26.0 per cent of the deaths in 1947.
By 1957, heart disease caused 33.8per cent of the deaths, and in 1967, 37.0
per cent of the deaths were attributed to this cause. The death rate from
diseases of the heart has risen from 219.3 per 100,000 estimated population
in 1947 to 316.3 in 1957, and 369.1 in 1967. Deaths and rates per 100,000
estimated population are given below by race.

One cause group, arteriosclerosis and degenerative heart diseases, has
been entirely responsible for the rise in the deathrate from heart disease.
Chart 3 shows death rates from the four major categories of heart disease
since 1951. Included in the arteriosclerotic and degenerative category are:
arteriosclerotic heart disease, as such, diseases involving coronary arter-
iés, chronic endocarditis (non-rheumatic), and other myocardial degenera-
tions.

In addition to the deaths assigned to the heart disease category, there
were 85 deaths attributed to congenital malformations of the heart. Forty-

six of these were in infants under one year of age. Three deaths were at-
tributed to active rheumatic fever with heart involvement.

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Malignant Neoplasms

A total of 3,966 deaths in 1967, 16.0 per cent of all resident deaths,
were attributed to malignant neoplasms, including neoplasms of lymphatic
and hematopoietic tissues. This number compares to 2,354 deaths in 1947;
3,307 in 1957; and 3,938 in 1966. During 1967, 2,356, 59.. per cent, of the
cancer deaths occurred to people over sixty-five years of age.

The distribution of cancer deaths by primary site of lesion for each
sex is given in Table 10. Cancer of trachea, bronchus and lung, not secon-

dary, was the leading site for both the total population and the male popu-
lation. Cancer of the breast was the most common site in the female popula-
tion. . For males, the second most common site was the 'prostate" while for
females, it was cancer of the '"intestine."

Vascular Lesions of the Central Nervous System

During 1967, 3,157 Oklahoma residents died as a result of vascular le-
sions of the central nervous system. The death rate from this cause fell
from 128.3 in 1966 to 126.5 in 1967. Vascular lesions of the central ner-
vous system caused 12.7 per cent of the total resident deaths. In the age
group sixty-five and older, vascular lesions of the central nervous system
was the second leading cause of death with 2,782 deaths accounting for 88.1
per cent of the total deaths from this cause.

Accidents

The importance of accidents has changed very little over the past three
decades, usually causing between 6.5 and 7.5 per cent of the total deaths.

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In 1967, accidents accounted for 6.8 per cent of the total resident deaths.

Accidents was the leading cause of death for the populationbetween the
ages of one and thirty-four. In the fifteen through twenty-five age group,
accidents accounted for 342 of the 544 (62.9 per cent) deaths in this age
group.

Motor-vehicle accidents wereresponsible for 52.6 per cent of the total
accidental deaths. The 894 deaths caused by motor-vehicle accidents in 1967
was the largest number of Oklahoma residents to be fatally injured on our
nation's streets and highways. The rate of 35.8 deaths per 100,000 esti-
mated population was the highest on record.

More detailed statistics relating to deaths resulting from accidents
that occurred in Oklahoma during 1967 will be published in Public Health
Statistics, Part III, Accidental Deaths.

Influenza and Pneumonia

In 1947, influenza and pneumonia caused 5.2 per cent of all deaths and
was the seventh leading cause of death. In 1967, this cause was the fifth
leading cause of death; but it only accounted for 2.8 per cent of the total
deaths. The 703 deaths from these combined causes yielded a rate of 28.2
deaths per 100,000 estimated population.

The rates for the racial groups varied very little: the Negro racial
group being the highest with 31.0, the Indian with 29.4, and the White with
27.9.

Diseases of the Arteries

Deaths from diseases of the arteries continued the long range rising
trend from 357 with a rate of 15.8 in 1947 to 556 with a rate of 24.3 in
1957 and to 660 with a rate of 26.5 in 1967. Five hundred and ninety-one
of the deaths from diseases of the arteries occurred to people sixty-five
years of age or over.

Generalized arteriosclerosiswas the most common specific cause in this
category, accounting for 508 of the 660 deaths. Aortic aneurysm (non-syphi-
litic) and dissecting aneurysm was the second leading specific cause in this
category with 105 deaths. These two specific causes accounted for 92.2 per
cent in the ''diseases of the arteries" category.

Certain Diseases of Early Infancy

This category includes birth injuries, postnatal asphyxia and atelecta-
sis, infections of the newborn, disorders arising from maternal toxemia, im-
maturity, and certain other conditions peculiar to the newborn infant but
does not include congenital malformations. This was the seventh leading
cause of death in 1967 with 491, or 2.0 per cent of all deaths falling in
this category. All deaths in this group were infants and will be discussed
more fully in the section on infant mortality.
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Diabetes Mellitus

The eighth leading cause of death in 1967 was diabetes mellitus with
439 deaths, or 1.8 per cent attributed to this cause, producing a rate of
17.6 deaths per 100,000 estimated population. This was lower than the -18.9
recorded for 1966. Three hundred and thirty-nine or 77.2 per cent of the
diabetes mellitus deaths occurred in the sixty-five years of age and older
population.

Cirrhosis of the Liver

Cirrhosis of the liver has only been among the top ten leading causes
of death three times; in 1963 and 1964 it was tenth, and in 1967 it was
ninth with 276 deaths attributed to this cause. The 276 deaths was 1.1 per

cent of the total deaths. The 1967 death rate from cirrhosis was 11.1 which
was the highest ever recorded.

Suicides

There were 268 deaths from suicides with a rate of 10.7 per 100,000
estimated population. The suicide rate was highest among the Indian popula-
tion with 12.4; the White was next with 11.0; and the Negro with 6.1. It
was the fourth leading cause of death for the age group fifteen through
thirty-four years of age. The most common method of committing suicide was
by firearms and explosives.

Other Important Causes of Death

Congenital malformations caused 219 deaths in 1967, with a death rate
of 8.8 per 100,000 estimated population. Since almost two-thirds of the
deaths from congenital malformations occurred to infants, they will be dis-
cussed more fully in the section on infant mortality.

One hundred and ninety-four deaths were attributed to nephritis and
nephrosis in 1967. The death rate of 7.8 for this cause is an all time low.
The deaths from nephritis and nephrosis have been decreasing slowly during
the past twenty years. This cause was ninth among the leading causes of
death in 1965 and 1966,

Leading causes of death by age groups with number and per cent of the
total deaths are shown injTable IV of the Appendix.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASES

Infectious diseases accounted for 221 deaths during 1967. Tuberculosis
was the leading 'cause of these deaths with 101 (45.7 per cent of the total
commnicable disease deaths), while syphilis and its sequelae were respon-
sible for 27 or 12.2 per cent of the deaths from communicable diseases. In-
fectious hepatitis caused 9 deaths and measles were responsible for 2 during
1967. Deaths from infectious encephalitis and meningococcal infections num-
bered 5 and 8 respectively.

Table I in the Appendix shows the numbers and death rates for some of
the more common infectious diseases. Included in the residual group of all
other diseases classified as infective and parasitic were: bacterial toxe-~
mia, one; tularaemia, one; chickenpox, one; herbes zoster, one; mumps, 3;
infectious mononucleosis, 2; other diseases attributable to viruses, 7; coc-
cidioidomycosis, one; cryptococcosis, one;. histoplasmosis, one; moniliasis,
one;.and sarcoid of Boeck, 2.

In 1967, no deaths were caused by typhoid fever, whooping cough, or
smallpox.

MATERNAL DEATHS

In 1967, there were 12 maternal deaths with a maternal mortality rate
of 3.0 deaths per 10,000 live births, Table 11 shows maternal deaths by
cause, by raceé, number and rate for 1967.

Table 12 shows the age distribution of maternal deaths by major cause
group. The numbers for any one year are very small. Five-year totals (1963-
1967) show that hemorrhage caused 18.1 per cent of the 72 maternal deaths,
sepsis caused 12.5 per cent, toxemias and ectopic pregnancy each caused 9.7
per cent, and abortion with sepsis and abortion without sepsis each caused
4.2 per cent. Delivery without complications accounted for 5.6 per cent, and
the remaining 36.0 per cent was due to other complications.

INFANT DEATHS

During 1967, an all time low infant death rate of 20.8 deaths per 1,000
live births was established. The number and rate of infant deaths by cause
for each racial group is given in Table 13.

Under the classification utilized in Table 13, the largest number of
infant deaths was assigned to the category congenital malformations, in ac~
cordance with the rules for the use of the International list. The second
leading cause of death was immaturity with 123 deaths. This group does not
include, however, all those for which immaturity was mentioned; since if
immaturity is listed on the death certificate with certain other conditions,
the other condition is coded with a change in the fourth digit of the code
to indicate the presence of immaturity. In certain other cases, for example,
when a congenital malformation is specified as the direct cause of death,
and immaturity is listed as 'other significant condition," the immaturity
does not affect the code assignment. Thus, we cannot determine how many of
the death certificates included mention of immaturity. Immaturity was a
contributing cause on at least another 241 certificatesbesides the 123 that
were attributed directly to immaturity.

Post-natal asphyxia and atelectasis was the third leading cause of in-
fant deaths with 100 deaths, and pneumonia was fourth with 74 deaths.

Deaths of Infants Under One Month of Age

Six hundred and fifteen, or 73.7 per cent, of the infant deaths occur-
red within the first four weeks of life. Three hundred and forty-eight, or
56.6 per cent, of these neonatal deaths occurred within the first twenty-
four hours of life. Tables 14 and 15 give information by cause, race, and
age group.

During 1967, approximately 80 per cent of the neonatal deaths were at—
tributed to some disease peculiar to early infancy. Immaturity was the lead-
ing cause with 122 deaths, post-natal asphyxia and atelectasis was second
with 99, congenital malformations was third with 98, and injury at birth
was fourth with 64 deaths.

The 98 neonatal deaths from congenital malformations represented LL.7
per cent of the total congenital malformations deaths. Thirty of the neo-
natal death certificates listed malformations of the heart, 13 listed mon-
strosity, 9 listed spina bifida and meningocele, and 9 as malformations of
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the digestive system.

Deaths of Infants One Through Eleven Months of Age

After an infant survives the first twenty-eightdays of life, the prob-
ability of dying decreases and the most likely causes of death change. Table
16 shows post-neonatal deaths by cause, by age.

The leading cause of death in the post-neonatal groups was pneumonia,
which accounted for 52 deaths, 23.7 per cent of the total. The second lead-
ing cause was accidents with 47 deaths, or 21.5 per cent, and the third was

congenital malformations with 4O deaths, or 18.3 per cent.

There were 470 deaths to fetuses of twenty weeks gestation or more, and
615 deaths of infants occurred in the first twenty-eight days of life.
1967 perinatal rate, fetal deaths plus neonatal deaths per 1,000 total births
(live births plus fetal deaths), was 26.7. Perinatal mortality for the years

1950-1967 are shown in Chart 6.

The greatest proportion of perinatal deaths with gestation reported
occurred immediately around the time of birth or full term pregnancy.
1967, 56.0 per cent of the fetal deaths with gestation reported showed 36
weeks or more, and 56.6 per cent of the neonatal deaths occurred within the
first twenty-four hours of life. Combined, these represent 56.3 per cent of
the total perinatal deaths excluding the fetal deaths for which gestation
