Our residents must first make a decision to please God and follow Jesus. We have a zero
tolerance for drugs, alcohol, and bad attitudes. There is a 10:00 pm curfew; random drug
tests, chores and you must obtain a job. We require that you attend 2 Celebrate Recovery
meetings and a 12-step, and 1 church service per week.

The $100 entry fee is non-refundable and rent is $90 per week. We will work with the
rent if you are unable to pay it upfront. However, if we feel that you are not making
every effort to handle your financial responsibilities, we will review your situation. GPS
residents MUST be able to take care of their financial responsibilities as part of their
program compliance. I work closely with probation and parole.
