1. Synthetic fibers were developed that replaced wool.

4. Open-faced breeds have no wool on their face, while closed-faced breeds do have wool on their face.

7. A ram is a male sheep that has not been castrated and a wether is a male sheep that has been castrated.

8. Lanolin

9. Wool is the fiber taken from a sheep by shearing it from the sheep’s skin. A pelt is the hide taken from a slaughtered lamb or sheep that still has the wool attached.

10. Examples include: Meat, wool, cheeses, milk, lotions, glue, soap, fertilizer, cosmetics, slippers, mattress pads, car seat covers, sweaters, coats, insulation, carpets, rugs, felt, blankets, bedding

12. Staple length will determine what the wool can be used for. The length of fibers should be fairly consistent throughout the fleece. The yield is the weight of the fleece after is has been cleaned. The crimp is the waviness of the fibers.

13. Wool shrinks because the moisture, rubbing, and heat from washing and drying cause the wool to felt. Felting locks the wool fibers together in a way that prevents them from expanding to their full length.
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
