1. Agriculture – Growing crops and raising animals for food, fiber, and shelter
2. Livestock – Animals raised for food, fiber, or other products
3. Agronomy – Science of growing crops and managing soil
4. Horticulture – Study of growing fruits, vegetables, flowers and plants
5. Food Insecurity – The condition of not having access to sufficient food to meet one’s basic needs
6. Food system – The sum of all activities related to food production, distribution, consumption, and waste.
7. Agriscience – Field of science that deals specifically with agriculture. Application of science to agriculture

8. Domestication – Process of taming an animal or cultivation of a plant for human use
9. Commodities – Raw materials or agricultural product that can be bought and sold
10. GDP – Total value of all goods and services produced within a country in a given time period
11. Career – An occupation undertaken for a significant period of a person’s life and with opportunities for progress

12. 3-Circle Model – Framework for agricultural education that uses instruction, student leadership organizations, and work-based learning to prepare students for a career in agriculture
13. FFA – Intracurricular student organization for those interested in agriculture and leadership
14. SAE – Supervised Agricultural Experience – student-led, instructor supervised, work-based learning experience
15. CDE – Career Development Event – Events or competitions where students develop and showcase skills in different areas related to agriculture
16. LDE – Leadership Development Event – Events or competitions where students develop and showcase leadership skills
