· Kidding – Act of parturition for goats
· Kid – young goat

· Lambing – Act of parturition for goats
· Ewe – Female sheep
· Wether – Castrated male
· Ram – Mature, Intact male
· Lamb – Young sheep
· Mutton – Meat derived from sheep

· Rooster – Adult male chicken
· Hen – Adult female chicken
· Cockerel – Young male chicken
· Broiler – Chickens raised for meat
· Pullet – Young female that hasn't started laying eggs yet

Lesson 2 – Veterinary Science Basics and Health Care
· Large Animal Veterinarian – Veterinarians that focus on large, domesticated animals like cattle, sheep, horses, goats, and pigs
· Small Animal Veterinarian – Veterinarian that focuses on a variety of small, domesticated animals like dogs, cats, rabbits, and birds
· Biosecurity – Procedures intended to protect animals against disease or harmful biological agents
· Disease – Impairment of an animal's normal state that disrupts or modifies its vital functions
· Virus – Microscopic organisms that can infect hosts
Lesson 3
· Companion Animals – domesticated animal kept primarily for companionship, emotional support, or entertainment
· Draft Animals – An animal that has been trained to do work, specifically to pull heavy loads
· Animal Welfare – Improving the conditions or treatment of animals under human care
· Animal Rights – The inherent rights that animals have that shouldn't be used or exploited by humans
Lesson 4
· By-Products – Secondary product made from an animal
· Value Chain – Sequence of activities that brings a product from its origin to the final consumer
· Fiber – Products used to make textiles like wool
Lesson 5
· Biotechnology – Utilizing biological systems, living organism or parts to create a product or process
· CRISPR – Genome editing technology that allows scientists to modify DNA
· Xenotransplantation – Transplanting cells, tissues, or organs from one species to humans
· Cloning – Technique used to make exact genetic copies of living things
· Vaccines – Substance used to stimulate immunity from a disease or pathogen
· Gene Therapy – Transplanting normal genes into cells of missing or defective ones
