TEACHING SUGGESTIONS


Introduction

· Order videos and supplies needed for the unit. Video review is suggested before presenting to your class.

· Have students define terms from the glossary.

History of the Goat Industry

· Utilizing a whiteboard or chalkboard, have students develop a timeline and discuss the important dates in goat history.

· Have students visit the USDA website and search for articles and information on goats http://www.usda.gov.

· Discuss with students the importance of dairy goats in other countries. We traditionally drink cow’s milk, but numerous other countries drink goat’s milk.

· Show a U.S. map and discuss where most goat meat is consumed and why.

· Have students find a recipe using goat meat or cheese.
