


Unit 13
AGRICULTURAL MECHANICS SAFETY

TEACHING SUGGESTIONS


Introduction

· Order videos and supplies needed for the unit. Video review is suggested before presenting to your class.

· Have students define terms from the glossary.

· Activity 13.1, Unit Word Search

· Have students volunteer examples of how agricultural mechanics skills are used in their own home, farm, or ranch.

Maintaining Shop Safety

· Start a discussion by asking, “Who is responsible for maintaining safety in the shop?”

· Make students aware of local school procedures to follow in case of an accident or injury.

· Have students create a poster or pamphlet over shop safety rules.

Common Hazards

· Start a discussion by asking, “Have you or someone you know been involved in an agricultural mechanics accident? If so, what was the cause?”

· Take students on a tour of the shop to point out possible hazards and the locations of existing safety signs. If no safety signs exist, discuss with the students where the safety signs should be located.

· List possible safety messages that students think would be appropriate for posting in an agricultural education shop. Decide how many of each sign are needed and where to post them.

· Activity 13.2, What’s Wrong with this Picture?

Personal Protective Equipment

· Start a discussion by asking, “Can you think of examples of personal protective equipment worn around the home, farm, or ranch?”

· Discuss, “What types of clothing and footwear are not safe to wear when working in a machine shop?”

· Demonstrate the use of various types of PPE. Discuss when each type of equipment should be worn.

· Have students go through OSHA’s free online course about personal protective equipment at http://www.free-training.com/osha/ppe/Ppemenu.htm to help them understand the importance of PPE in the workplace.

· Discuss the importance of taking proper care of PPE. PPE that is not taken care of may not provide adequate protection.

· Have students visit websites to determine costs of PPE.

Welding Safety

· Discuss the effects of looking at a welding arc without a welding helmet. Share stories or invite a guest speaker who has suffered from eye damage.

· Activity 13.3, Safety Cryptogram

· Direct students to OSU’s Environmental Health and Safety website, http://www.ehs.okstate.edu, for information on safe work environments.

· Bonus Activity, Career Exploration Worksheet

Fires and Extinguishers

· Stress to students the importance of having enough properly charged fire extinguishers in the proper locations. Ask students to explain the advantages of having an extinguisher in every vehicle, shop, and home kitchen.

· Invite a firefighter to the class to discuss fire safety and extinguisher selection and use.

· Discuss Class K fires which are fires in cooking oils and greases.

· Have students visit the National Fire Protection Association website for further information on fire extinguishers, smoke alarms and safety http://www.nfpa.org.

Safety Color Code

· Show students example of signs or labels that use the safety color code.
