Notice of Remediation Questionnaire

The DEQ has a mandatory, recordable notice (deed notice) statute in its Environmental Quality Code (27A O.S. § 2-7-123). When a risk-based cleanup action is taken at a remediation site, DEQ is required by law to file a notice of remediation in the county land records.  

Once filled out by the participant and the DEQ Project Manager, DEQ legal will begin process to draft a Notice of Remediation.
