 The state legislature removed the certificate of need requirements for psychiatric and chemical 
dependency facilities in the 2024 legislative session. The proposed rule amendment will remove the 
certificate of need requirements for psychiatric and chemical dependency facilities to align with the 
statutory repealer for these requirements.
