concealment thereof by agency or other state employees, past or present, including
by failure to report, lying, misrepresentation, evasion, impediment, concealment or
destruction of evidence, or inequitable treatment of employees or agents with
knowledge thereof. Such independent investigation shall:

e be led by a former law enforcement official experienced in such
investigations;

e be assisted by a former state or federal prosecutor experienced in such
investigations, and such other qualified, independent personnel as the lead
investigator deems appropriate and necessary;




e be coordinated with any pre-existing law enforcement, State Auditor and/or
impeachment investigation into related matters so as not to interfere with
them,;

e immediately refer any and all evidence of unlawful activity to proper law
enforcement authorities;

e demand the full cooperation of all agency staff, upon pain of discipline or
dismissal for non-cooperation, evasion, impediment or concealment,
excepting the exercise of their 5™ Amendment right against self-
incrimination, invocation of which shall be noted, unredacted, in the final
report;

e include unrestricted, expedited access to all potentially-relevant agency
records;

e include an unrestricted, expedited Records Request to all agency personnel
for all relevant records, information or evidence which shall be provided
directly to investigators;

e include a public call requesting the cooperation of all other agencies and
branches of state government as well as members of the public with relevant
information or evidence;

e confer, or otherwise authorize investigators to use, the
agency/commissioners’ constitutional and statutory authorities to compel
relevant records and/or testimony from all transportation and transmission
companies, railroad companies, public service companies, or other
corporations within the jurisdiction of the Commission, and any officer,
agent, or employee thereof;

e result in a detailed report made public by the Oklahoma Corporation
Commission within five business days with only such redactions by
investigators as may be necessary to protect the identity of sources/witnesses
and preserve the integrity of ongoing investigations;

e result in a detailed report made available to the U.S. Attorney’s Office, the
Attorney General’s Office and such District Attorney’s Offices as may have
jurisdiction over any actions or behavior described therein, with only such
redactions by investigators as may be necessary to protect the integrity of
ongoing investigations;

e include monthly public status reports at open Commission meetings by
investigators or their designated representative(s);

e Dbe authorized initially to expend up to $50,000, and to request further funding
as investigators may believe necessary to conduct a full, thorough
investigation.
