Director’s Report — Information Only

Director Tim Gatz began his Director's report with information regarding a significant oversized load
incident that occurred on the Will Rogers Turnpike in December. The overheight load, identified as a
large utility pole base, struck six bridge structures because it was not properly routed or permitted. Three
bridges were closed and three others were significantly damaged. He noted the Oklahoma Turnpike
Authority responded quickly and was able to reopen the county bridges by Christmas, minimizing
disruption to local traffic. Chairman Bob Peterson described the incident as inexcusable and referenced
concerns previously discussed in subcommittee about the responsible company's safety record.

Director Gatz provided an update on federal funding, stating that the current Continuing Resolution was
set to expire on January 30". He reported that Congress still needed to pass nine appropriations bills and
the Transportation, Housing and Urban Development (THUD) bill was expected to be included in the final
group. ODOT had adjusted the project lettings due to uncertainty, as approximately 50 percent of its
program relied on federal funds. If Congress acts as planned, full-year funding could be available before
the end of the Resolution, and the Commission would be updated at the next meeting or in advance of
the February meeting if delays occurred. Gatz noted that legislative budget hearings were scheduled and
emphasized their importance. The Senate budget hearing, chaired by Senator Tom Woods, scheduled
for January 12!, with Senate Darcy Jech present. The House budget hearing, chaired by Representative
Nicole Miller is scheduled for January 27, Gatz discussed ongoing challenges related to construction
cost escalation and explained that recent legislative support, including retroactive funding provided in
fiscal years 2024 and 2025, had helped keep near-term projects on track. Rising costs had effectively
extended ODOT’s eight-year construction work plan (CWP) to a 10 to 11-year horizon and that future
investment strategies might shift toward increased maintenance and asset preservation if funding
constraints persisted.

An end-of-year video was presented highlighting ODOT’s accomplishments during 2025. The video
summarized major projects and initiatives, including consolidation of maintenance facilities that resulted
in millions of dollars in savings, emergency repairs to the US-70 Lake Texoma causeway completed by
late June with the assistance of Bridge Co., progress on the US-70 Roosevelt Bridge using a modified
progressive design-build method, and the start of construction on the I-44 and US-75 interchange in Tulsa,
known as “Traffic Henge,” with completion anticipated in Summer 2028. Additional highlights included
resurfacing US-54 in Guymon, continued Route 66 improvements ahead of the centennial in 2026, the
release of the official Oklahoma state map, construction of a roundabout at SH- 66 and US-81 in El Reno
scheduled to open in early 2026, and the launch of the “Never Skip the Click” seatbelt safety campaign.

Following the video, Director Gatz discussed workforce and facility modernization efforts, emphasizing
the importance of replacing outdated maintenance buildings and consolidating operations to improve
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efficiency, employee working conditions, and service delivery. He cited the Tonkawa facility as an
example of successful consolidation and noted strong support from field districts.

Director Gatz then reviewed upcoming major construction projects. He announced that bridge
rehabilitation on US-75 over Polecat Creek near the Creek Turnpike interchange in the Jenks area was
beginning that day and would reduce traffic to one lane in each direction for approximately one year. He
encouraged motorists to seek alternate routes and exercise caution. He also described the 1-40
interchange project at Raymond Gary Boulevard in Clinton, which would replace four at-risk bridges and
convert a partial interchange into a full one. Through collaboration with the City of Clinton and contractor
phasing plans led by District V Engineer, Will Snipes, the project timeline was reduced from an estimated
four years to approximately two years, with detour construction and temporary lane madifications
expected to take two to three months.

Gatz provided an update on the US-70 Roosevelt Bridge replacement, noting that in November 2025 the
Commission approved the selection of three teams to participate in the modified progressive design-build
process. He reported that staff members Justin Hernandez (Director of Engineering), Taylor Henderson
(Assistant Director of Operations), and Anthony Kelly (District Il Engineer) were working closely with the
teams and that a final proposal was expected to be brought to the Commission in mid to late spring,
allowing construction to begin in 2026.

Director Gatz concluded with a winter safety message, reminding the public that winter conditions,
including black ice, remain a risk despite mild January temperatures. He emphasized that bridges freeze
first, encouraging drivers to avoid unnecessary travel during inclement weather, advised against the use
of cruise control on potentially slick roads, and urged the public to follow forecasts from local
meteorologists.
