Item(s) below qualify for safety improvements in Oklahoma under Section 130 of the Highway Safety Act.  These 
railroad crossing improvements could include signal installations, signal preemption improvements, surface 
installation, concrete median installation, crossing elimination by closure, lens upgrades, crossbucks, advance 
warning signs, pavement markings and clearing of sight obstructions at grade crossings. 

 
a) Cleveland County – Commission District III 

 
In Moore, construction funding for a signal replacement and surface project which includes replacement 
of cantilever and pedestal mounted flashing lights with gates, and installation of a 96’ concrete crossing 
surface at the intersection of 12th St. with BNSF’s mainline. Total cost is $1,149,011.00. 90% Federal-aid 
grade crossing funds and 10% Railroad funds.

SUBJECT:   Suspension of Prequalification 
    Rule 730:25-3-1(o)  
           
 
Pursuant to Oklahoma Administrative Code 730:1-3-3, the Commission shall maintain final 
authority on the application of its rules and may, by a unanimous vote of the Commission, suspend 
the effect of any rule for a particular circumstance when to do so is in the public interest.   

The Commission’s Prequalification Rule 730:25-3-1(o) provides that a highway construction 
contractor’s prequalification to bid on the Department’s contracts shall expire after a two-year 
term at the completion of the contractor’s fiscal year. After the expiration date of the contractor’s 
Certificate of Qualification, the contractor shall have a period of 180 days to submit audited 
financial statements or the contractor’s prequalification status will cease at that date.  

Numerous contractors that are due for prequalification renewal as of June 30, 2023, could not meet 
this deadline for the reason that the contractors were not able to obtain the necessary audited 
financial statements from the auditors employed by the contractors to produce the necessary 
statements. Due to the inability to produce financial statements required under this Rule, an 
inordinate number of contractors’ prequalification status has ceased, and they are no longer eligible 
to submit bid proposals.   

The Department’s loss of contractors is a significant endangerment to the Department’s ability to 
let construction contracts and receive sufficient proposals to support the Department’s scheduled 
construction work plan. For this reason, it is in the public interest to indefinitely suspend the Rule 
730:25-3-1(o) requirement to submit the contractors’ financial statement within 180 days after the 
expiration of a Certificate of Qualification and to allow contractors additional time to submit 
financial statements when they are available while continuing prequalification with the 
Department as well as allow the Department time to review the Rule for necessary amendments 
while maintaining required project production rates. 

Approval is recommended. 
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
