125. Director’s Report – Information Only 

Secretary Gatz began his report by addressing the US-75 emergency declaration. The bridge being addressed is 
structurally sound, however, there will be one lane closed during the repair. Gatz agreed with ODOT’s bridge 
engineer, Justin Hernandez, when he stated, with the lane closed, it is not so much of a structural emergency as 
it is a traffic emergency. Gatz added ODOT’s priority is repairing this bridge before Labor Day. 
 
Secretary Gatz thanked the Commission’s for its consideration of the County Improvements for Roads and 
Bridges (CIRB) 5-year work plan. Gatz added ODOT’s partnership with County Government is crucial and the 
County Commissioners are primary partners. 
 
Secretary Gatz announced the I-35 and State Highway 9 West interchange. This will be a diverging diamond 
interchange, much like the current operational Elk City interchange, and the Memorial and Creek Turnpike 
interchange that is currently under construction. Gatz stated this will also include local road improvements around 
the interchange and the widening of I-35 through that location, from the River Bridge, widening to six lanes to the 
Goldsby interchange. Gatz thanked the Commission for their consideration of this project.  
 
Secretary Gatz continued the project updates with State Highway 19 in Grady County. SH-19 carries 
approximately 4,000 cars a day and is a significant cut-through between Chickasha to I-35 in Paul’s Valley. Gatz 
added this will be an eight-mile project and will add shoulders to the rural, two-lane highway. Jay Earp in District 
7 was recognized for his work in prioritizing investments on this corridor. Gatz added the project will start in early 
2024 and will be under construction for approximately two and a half years. 
 
Secretary Gatz recognized Chris Wallace in District One for his work on a series of improvement projects on US-
75 near Okmulgee. These projects will address some problem areas on US-75 that includes pavement 
rehabilitation and patching. 
 
Secretary Gatz provided an update for the resurfacing project on I-40 at Morgan Road, the project has gone 
extremely well, and ODOT appreciates the cooperation and attention of the traveling public. Gatz adds that the 
Contractor, Haskell Lemon has done a significant amount of night work, and some lane closures during the 
weekends, which has proven to be very effective. Gatz asked the traveling public to continue to be attentive to 
the traffic advisories that ODOT issues because there will be changing traffic conditions on that corridor as the 
project continues through November.  
 
Secretary Gatz redirected his report to recognize ODOT’s safety campaign for the month of August which will 
focus on pedestrian safety. Gatz added, when motorists practice safe driving habits, we can create a safer walking 
environment for our communities. With children returning to school, Gatz reminded the traveling public to be 
attentive around school buses and school zones. Also, the public should be aware of the pedestrians on the side 
of the highways with potential car trouble and to move over while passing.  
 
Secretary Gatz addressed the accident rate that involving seat belt usage, Oklahoma ranks 40th in the nation. 
Gatz implored the traveling public to buckle their seat belts.

Becco Contractors, Inc. executed Contact No. 210290 on November 9, 2021 to resurface asphalt 
paving on SH-51 in Wagoner County. Becco has notified the Department that at present it does not 
have the resources to perform the work required by the subject contract because those resources are 
engaged to complete other currently active projects in Districts 1, 4 and 8.  Due to circumstances 
not under the control of the Contractor, this project was delayed substantially from its anticipated 
start date. This matter was discussed early and the contractor was asked to delay their start until 
preceding work could be completed, including City utility work and two companion ODOT projects 
adding ADA-compliant sidewalks and streetscaping in the City of Wagoner. Becco redirected their 
resources to other projects and proceeded to bid future work as well, some of which is ongoing.  
 
In order to successfully complete this much needed project within the City of Wagoner in a manner 
that avoids potential lengthy delay compensation and price adjustment negotiations for items that 
have seen substantial cost escalation since this contract was awarded, the Department has 
determined that termination of this contract is in the best interest of the Department pursuant to 
ODOT Standard Specification 108.11, and it be re-bid at a later date. As of this date, the Department 
has not paid and does not owe any amounts under this contract, and Becco has performed no 
compensable work, is not obligated in any amount to subcontractors, has not purchased or 
committed to receive delivery of any material, and owes no money on the subject contract. 
 
Therefore, it is the desire of the Department to request the Commission terminate the referenced 
contract without compensation or claim and provide written Notice of Termination to Becco 
effective immediately on this date.
