Construction
projects are included in the 8 Year Construction Work Plan with the first scheduled let date in FFY
2011. The combined total estimate for construction of these projects is approximately
$14,450,000.00.

Commissioner Mabrey questioned the rejection of Call Orders 440 and 560. Brian Schmitt responded
that Call Order 440, which was a bridge project on SH-7 over the Blue River, was received 30% over
the estimate. It is felt that possibly better competition and consequently better bids will be received if
we re-let it in January or February since there are not as many competing bridge projects on these
lettings. Call Order 560 is a bridge project on a county road and it came in at 2.4 times the estimate.
We will check our estimate and take another look at the scope of the project since obviously numerous
changes will be necessary to make this project affordable. Commissioner Mabrey requested that Mr.
Schmitt report back to him on these two rejections so the Commission can judge the wisdom of their

decisions.
