🪟 Use weatherstripping or caulk on doors/windows. 
🏠 Wrap outdoor faucets
✅ Wrap exposed pipes with foam insulation or heat tape. 
👨‍🔧Have furnace serviced yearly; replace filters. 
🔋 Check flashlights + batteries
⚠️ Install carbon monoxide detectors and test monthly. 
🔥Keep flammable items 3 feet from heat sources.
📦 Stock 3 days of essentials
Preparation is cozy comfort ✨
Be winter-wise before the weather arrives.

🚗 Keep an emergency kit in your car with blankets, snacks and water, a flashlight, and ice scraper. And remember, slow down on icy roads — better safe than sorry! 
How to drive safely: 
❄️ Clear ALL snow/ice from windows, lights, roof. 
🚗    🚙 Increase following distance to 8–10 seconds. 
🚘 Brake gently; avoid sudden moves. 
⛽️ Keep gas tank at least half full. 
🛑If stranded, stay in car, run engine 10 min/hour, crack window for air.

Hypothermia symptoms & treatment: 
Signs: Uncontrollable shivering, memory loss, disorientation, exhaustion. 
Act fast: Stay in car, wrap in blankets, sip warm liquids from kit, use body heat with others, avoid sleeping—seek rescue.
Safety doesn’t take snow days ❄️🚗
Plan smart. Drive safe!

If it’s too cold for you…it’s too cold for them! 🐾🐶🐱 Bring them inside during freezing temps, provide warm bedding, and protect their paws from salt/ice with booties. Let's keep our furry friends safe and snuggly this winter! 
🥶 Bring pets indoors during freezing temps.
⏱️🐾 Keep outdoor time short and paws protected.
🥩 Store extra pet food, meds and water.
🐶🐱 Add your pets to your emergency plan.
🐾Wipe paws after walks—salt/chemicals irritate. 
🐕Use pet-safe de-icer on walkways. 
🚘Check under car hood—cats seek engine warmth.
Hypothermia symptoms & treatment (for pets): 
Signs: Shivering, lethargy, weak cry, cold ears/paws, stiff body. 
Act fast: Wrap in warm towels, use lukewarm (not hot) water bottles, offer warm fluids, contact vet—pets can’t shiver long.
Pets’ safety depends on you — keep those furry family members warm and safe this winter!

Cold weather can lead to power outages — but you can be ready:
🔦 Have flashlights (not candles) handy.
🎛️ Know how to safely operate generators — outdoors only!
☠️ Do not use a gas stove or oven to heat your home
🥫 Keep shelf-stable food in your kit.
📱 Charge devices before the storm hits.
⛪️ Go to a community location with power if the cold is extreme and you can’t heat your home.
Stay warm, stay safe, and stay informed. ❄️

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Cold temps can be dangerous — especially with wind chills! Layer your clothes: base layer for warmth, mid for insulation, outer for wind/rain protection. Stay cozy and safe out there bundle up the right way:
🧥 Outer layer: wind + water resistant.
🧣 Middle layer: warm + insulating (fleece or down). 
👕 Base layer: moisture-wicking (no cotton—try wool or synthetics).
🧤 Cover head, hands and neck—most heat escapes here!
💦Change wet layers ASAP to avoid hypothermia.
Hypothermia symptoms & treatment: 
Signs: Shivering, confusion, slurred speech, slow breathing, weak pulse.
Act fast: Get indoors, remove wet clothes, wrap in warm blankets, drink warm (non-alcoholic) fluids, seek medical help if severe.
❄️ Winter's knocking—time to bundle up!

Hypothermia symptoms & treatment (elderly are at higher risk): 
Signs: Cold skin (even under clothes), puffy face, slow speech, no shivering. 
Act fast: Warm room slowly, use blankets (no direct heat), give warm drinks if alert, call 911—seniors lose heat fast.
Winter is safer — and warmer — when we look out for each other. ❤️

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❄️🥶 BRRR! Don’t Let the Cold Sneak Up on You!
As temperatures drop, it’s important to recognize the signs of hypothermia — a dangerous drop in body temperature. It doesn’t take hours outdoors… it can happen in minutes in extreme cold.
✅ Watch for these warning signs:
🌀 Uncontrollable shivering
🗣️ Confusion or slurred speech
🚶🏿Clumsiness or stumbling
😴 Drowsiness or low energy
🥶Pale or cold skin
🚑 If you suspect hypothermia:
👉 Get them warm, dry, and cozy — FAST
👉 Wrap in blankets or warm layers
👉 Warm drinks if they’re awake and alert
👉 Call 911 if things seem really not cool
💙 Let’s look out for one another — check on neighbors, especially older adults and those without reliable heating. Together, we can keep our community safe and warm this winter!

· Signs: Shivering, numbness, clumsiness, poor judgment. 
· Act fast: Head indoors, remove wet gear, warm with dry layers, drink warm fluids, monitor—stop activity at first signs.

· Keep hands out of pockets for balance. 
· Use railings on stairs; go slow. 
· If you fall, try to relax and protect your head.

· Signs: Shivering, pale skin, confusion, slow reactions. 
· Act fast: Get indoors immediately, remove wet clothes, warm core first (torso), sip warm drinks, avoid alcohol—call for help if needed.

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🚘❄️ Winter Driving Safety: Give Snow Plows Room to Work
When winter weather hits, road crews work long hours to keep Oklahoma’s highways and streets safe. Please do your part by driving with extra caution and giving snow plows the space they need to do their job safely.
Safety reminders:
· 👀Stay back at least 200 feet from snow plows and sanding trucks.
· 🚫Never pass a snow plow on the right. Plows push snow and ice in that direction.
· 🚘Slow down — even treated roads can still be slick and hazardous.
· 🐢Keep headlights on and avoid sudden stops or lane changes.
· 🚗Be patient. Plows often travel at slower speeds for a reason — safety.
Your patience and awareness help protect both you and our road crews.
Together, we can make sure everyone arrives safely this winter.
