RULE IMPACT STATEMENT
TITLE 325. OKLAHOMA HORSE RACING COMMISSION 
25. ENTRIES AND DECLARATIONS
(A) PURPOSE OF THE PROPOSED RULE: The proposed amendments update provisions regarding horse ineligibility (including cloned horses and certain ownership issues) and revise the jockey mount fee schedule to reflect current economic conditions.
(B) CLASSES OF PERSONS WHO MOST LIKELY WILL BE AFFECTED BY THE PROPOSED RULE AND ANY INFORMATION ON COST IMPACTS RECEIVED BY THE AGENCY FROM ANY PRIVATE OR PUBLIC ENTITIES:
The proposed rules affect horse owners, trainers, and jockeys. No cost impacts have been received to date.
(C) PERSONS WHO WILL BENEFIT FROM THE PROPOSED RULE:
Jockeys will benefit from updated fees; overall industry benefits from clarified eligibility rules ensuring fair racing.
(D) DESCRIPTION OF THE PROBABLE IMPACT OF THE PROPOSED RULE UPON AFFECTED CLASSES OF PERSONS:
Horse owners may face minor administrative checks for eligibility; jockeys gain from fee increases (e.g., losing mount from $75 to $100 in lower purses). LOFT factors: No new facilities, land, equipment, goods changes, training materials, fees, travel, obsolete materials, consultants, discontinued products, or recruitment issues. No competitive disadvantages. Time for compliance: Owners/managers ~2 hours one-time at $40/hr = $80. Assuming 500 affected owners/trainers and 75 jockeys, total industry cost ~$40,000 one-time (administrative), with ongoing benefits to jockeys (~$10,000 annual increase based on races). Methodology: wages per BLS ($25/hr jockey/trainer, $40 manager); costs from similar fee adjustments in other states; benefits calculated using average OK race data.
(E) PROBABLE COST AND BENEFITS TO AGENCY; SOURCE OF REVENUE FOR IMPLEMENTATION AND ENFORCEMENT OF THE PROPOSED RULE:
No additional agency cost; benefits include fairer enforcement. Funded from existing sources; no revenue impact.
(F) DETERMINATION OF WHETHER IMPLEMENTATION WILL HAVE ANY ECONOMIC IMPACT ON ANY POLITICAL SUBDIVISION OR REQUIRE THEIR COOPERATION IN IMPLEMENTING OR ENFORCING THE PROPOSED RULE:
No effect anticipated.
(G) DETERMINATION OF WHETHER IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROPOSED RULE WILL HAVE AN ADVERSE EFFECT ON SMALL BUSINESS AS PROVIDED BY THE OKLAHOMA SMALL BUSINESS REGULATORY FLEXIBILITY ACT:
No adverse effect; fee updates benefit small operators (jockeys) with minimal owner costs (under $1M over 5 years).
(H) DETERMINATION OF WHETHER THERE ARE LESS COSTLY METHODS OR NON-REGULATORY METHODS FOR ACHIEVING THE PURPOSE OF THE PROPOSED RULES:
No less costly methods; updates align with industry standards.
(I) DETERMINATION OF THE EFFECT OF THE PROPOSED RULE ON THE PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY, AND ENVIRONMENT:
Positive for safety via eligibility rules.
(J) DETERMINATION OF ANY DETRIMENTAL EFFECT ON THE PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY, AND ENVIRONMENT:
None.
