If Your Primary Care Provider 
Orders it and You’re at High 

Risk or Pregnant
Covers Sexually Transmitted Infection (STI) 

Screenings for Chlamydia, Gonorrhea, 
Syphilis, and/or Hepatitis B if You’re Pregnant 
or at Increased Risk for an STI. Medicare Also 

Covers up to 2 Individual 20-30 Minute, 
Face-to-Face, High-Intensity Behavioral 

Counseling Sessions if You’re a Sexually Active 
Adolescent or Adult at Increased Risk for STIs.

Medicare Covers One Screening Test if 
You Meet the Conditions Including if 
You were Born Between 1945-1965

Screening Once per Year if You 
Meet Certain Conditions
