CONSENT ORDER

(1) Petitioner restates and incorporates by reference the
allegations made by the Petitioner in the Notice of Hearing 
filed in this matter. 

i. Respondent is a domestic limited liability company
under the jurisdiction of the State of Oklahoma, Oklahoma
Secretary of State filing number 3512595569, active filing
status.

ii. The licensing system of record for mortgage loan
originators, mortgage lenders and mortgage brokers in the
State of Oklahoma is NMLS.

iii. Respondent is licensed as a mortgage broker in the
State of Oklahoma pursuant to the SAFE Act with the
following licensing information indicated by NMLS:

(a) Oklahoma license number MB011320;

iv. The Mortgage Call Report (MCR) Filing History on NMLS
indicates that the following mortgage call reports were
required to be filed by Respondent:

(5) A file stamped copy of this Consent Order will be
returned to Respondent upon signature of the Administrator of 
the Department of Consumer Credit or the Deputy Administrator of 
the Department Consumer Credit. 

(6) If Respondent fails to comply with the terms of this
Consent Order, the Administrator of the Department of Consumer 
Credit is authorized to file an application to enforce this 
Consent Order in the District Court of Oklahoma County, Oklahoma
