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1.0 General Guidelines
1. Submit all new data records with action code of “A”.  Records submitted with an action code of “R” will indicate correction needs to be made to a previously submitted record.

2. Only send in the Type 2 with an action code of "A". 
3. Do not send in a disposition and a change to the disposition (i.e. acceleration, revocation) in one file.
4. The original charge field should only be supplied when the disposition code is 348, 376, or 520 and the charge at disposition is different from the charge filed.   The charge originally filed should be placed in the original charge field and the charge at disposition should be put in the charge/statute field.

5. An Edit Error Listing will be sent to the DA's office of records rejected.  Edit errors should be corrected and resubmitted on the next submission.  Agencies are required to achieve a 98% accuracy rate during testing before a file can be accepted for actual processing.  Files with excessive errors with less that 90% accuracy or duplicates will not be processed after acceptance.

6. Updates to code tables will be sent when changes are made. 

7. Do not submit records if all charges are in the Non-Serious Code Table. Please refer to the Non-Serious Code Table. If a serious charge is accompanied by non-serious charges – submit all charges.

8. The OTN (Offender Tracking Number) is the primary link to the fingerprint card.  It is mandatory that this number be reported accurately for all cases.  
9. Report records with DA Declines to File as Type 2 records and only if an OTN is supplied.  Do not send in decline to file without an OTN.

10. Date of birth must be reported. If not known, an estimate must be provided.  The day and month could be entered as zeroes, but a valid year must be supplied.

11. Always use the original OTN when submitting a revocation, acceleration, or sentence modifications.

12. The first two characters of the court number must correspond to the county number of your ORI.

13. All alpha characters must be in upper case. 

14.  Since November 1, 2016, DA’s have the discretion to file some felony offenses as misdemeanors.  4.7 Oklahoma State Statute Code Table delineates felony only and misdemeanor only offenses from those that can be charged as either felony or misdemeanor with F/M/E.
15. The format of statute citation in 4.7 Oklahoma State Statute Code Table changed from a standard 10-character entry to a combination of letters, numbers and periods.  The character limit therefore changes from 10 to 30.
2.0 Submission Requirements
2.1 Media Requirements

Agencies are required to report both filing and disposition information in one file.  The disposition/filing reporting file should contain fixed length records, 1734 bytes in size with 10 records per block.  Data should be written in ASCII format.  Data can be submitted on cd or transmitted through a secure ftp.

2.4 Filing/Disposition Record Field Descriptions

Action Code - Indicates if this record is to be "A" added or "R" correct a previously submitted record.

Record Type - Indicates whether the record is a Filing (Type 1)or a Disposition (Type 2). 

Originating Agency ID - The 9 character Agency Identifier of the District Attorney's Office submitting the data.

Court Case # - Court Case Number of  charge filed or disposed.  

OTN -  Offender Tracking Number on the OSBI fingerprint card and should be supplied by the arresting agency.  This number is used to link the filing/disposition record to the OSBI Criminal History File.

Date of Arrest - Date of arrest from fingerprint card.

Name - Defendant's name, last name, first name, middle name/initial.  No space between the last name and the comma or between the comma and the first name.( look at NCIC STANDARD)

Date of Birth - Defendant's birthdate.  If unknown, the submitting agency must estimate and enter year without month and day.  

Race - Race of the defendant. (W,B,I,A,U).

Gender - Sex of the defendant. (M,F,U).

SSN - Social Security Number of the defendant.

GOC - General Offense Character.  Use this field to indicate After Former Conviction of a Felony - "V" and Attempt To Commit - "A".  Use this field only if the statute literal in the statute table does not indicate after former conviction or attempt to commit. 

Charge - Statute Code.  See enclosed Statute Code Table.



Original Charge - Originally filed charge.  See enclosed Statute Code Table. 

Counts - The number of counts for a given offense.

Filing date - Date charge was filed.

Disposition - See Court Disposition Code Table.  Use "398, CHARGE FILED" for all Filing records.

Disposition Date - Date of court appearance.

Reason - Reason for dismissal.  See Reason Code Table.

Restitution Amt - Amount of restitution to the nearest dollar.

5.0 OSBI OTN Check Digit Algorithm

The OSBI OTN is 10-byte field, the first 9 bytes are numeric and the 10th is an alphabetic suffix used for calculating the check digit. 

An edit should check for the first 9 bytes to be numeric; leading zeros could be added if less than 9 bytes are entered for this part of the field.

The following letters are used as suffixes and their corresponding position numbers.

It is calculated as follows:


For example: OTN = 0 0 0 8 11 5 4 7 P

Digits 0 thru 7 above correspond with A1 thru A9

According to the formula:

  f= [(512*0) )+(256*0)+(128*0)+(64*8)+(32*1)+(16*1)+(8*5)+(4*4)+(2*7)]  MOD 11

Then pick the corresponding suffix based on the calculated value of Px. It should match the OTN number entered; otherwise, it is an error condition.

f = 630 MOD 11 = 3 Px = 11 -3 = 8

The letter corresponding to 8 is P, this matches the one entered, therefore it is a correct entry.
