Requirement: All reviewed production records and supporting documentation for all reviewed
meals during the review period indicate that all of the required meal components per weekly
meal pattern requirements were offered and served to students.

Finding: Milk was not reported on production records for December for lunch. The day of
observation milk was served and milk box was full of milk. Looking at milk invoices it is certain
milk was served,however not documented on production records. Technical assistance was
given concerning production records and was corrected immediately.

Corrective Action Required:Ensure Production Records are completed accurately with all
required information.

Dietary Specifications and Nutrient Analysis — 7 CFR 210.1(f)

Requirement: All required components in the correct quantity must be offered each day.
Components and quantities must meet the weekly requirements.

Finding: The Nutrient Assessment conducted on the production records for the review month
showed the following errors. Day 2 insufficient fruit, day 4 insufficient vegetable and for the
weekly requirement in the vegetable subgroup red orange was insufficient. The weekly
requirements were met. Not a repeat violation. Technical assistance was provided
Corrective Action Required: The Food Service Director and both cooks for the high school
must complete the Production Record training, Meal Pattern training on OSDE Connect and
email certificates to Rhonda Stevens. The high school needs to send one week of production
records for March 2026 to Rhonda Stevens.

Local School Wellness Policy -7 CFR 210.30

Requirement: The Local School Wellness Policy must be measured periodically on the extent to
which schools are in compliance with the local wellness policy, the progress made in attaining
the goals, and how the policy compares to model school wellness policies, and make this
assessment available to the public.

Finding: The wellness policy has not been updated since 2018, and is outdated. The SFA is not
following their wellness policy by allowing competitive foods sold during breakfast and lunch
that do not meet smart snack. The assessment has not been made available to the public.
Corrective Action Required: The policy needs to be updated and followed by SFA. The wellness
committee needs to discuss the results of the triennial assessment and implement an updated
policy. The wellness committee needs to make the triennial assessment results available to the
public. Send the updated policy to Rhonda Stevens.

Competitive Foods -7 CFR 210.11 & 220.12

Requirement: All foods and beverages sold to students during the school day must be smart
snack compliant or be an exempt fund raiser and not sold during any meal service.

Finding: A cookie sale was being held during lunch in a teachers classroom at the high school
and vending machines were being used during the school day at the mid high in which items
being sold do not meet smart snack.

Corrective Action Required: All foods and beverages sold to students during the school day
must be smart snack compliant, or be an approved exempt fund raiser with all required
documentation on file. Exempt fund raisers must not be sold during any meal times.

The risk flag in the Maintenance of the Nonprofit School Food Service Account is due to the
district exceeding its 3-month operating balance. Currently, Oklahoma allows schools to carry
over more than a three-month operating balance per 7 CFR 210.19(a)(1).

The SFA is exempt from PLE requirements because it had a positive balance in its non-profit
school food service account as of June 30, 2024.

After completing the Comprehensive Resource Management Review for Revenue from Non
program food and indirect cost the SFA was found to be in compliance
