(2) The week of
assessment indicated only 1/2 cup of Red/Orange vegetable subgroup was served, 3/4 cup is
required. (3) Although daily requirements for Grain and Meat/ Meat Alternate were served, the
weekly requirements were not necessarily met. (4) Several combination lunch entree items,
including Chicken Strips, Boscoe Sticks, Little Smokies, and Chicken Sliders were served but no
Child Nutrition (CN)/Product Formulation Statements were available.

Corrective Action Required: (1) Offer at least 3/4 cups vegetable daily at lunch (can be a
combination of one or more vegetable(s). Submit one week of completed Food Production
Records (FPR) reflecting the correct serving sizes. (2) Increase the quantity of red/ orange
vegetable subgroup to a minimum of 3/4 cup weekly. Submit one week of completed Food
Production Records (FPR) reflecting that at least 3/4 cup Red/Orange vegetable was served. (3)
Increase the serving size of Meat/ Meat Alternate to reflect at least 8 ounces weekly for K-5
Grade group and 9 ounces for 6-8 Grade group and 8 ounce equivalent of Grain for K-5 and 6-8.
(4) Obtain CN labels/ Product Formulation Statements for combination entree items served to
ensure that properly credit food items. Submit a month at a glance menus reflecting changes
and/or CN labels.

Finding: Teachers are not charged for breakfast and lunch meals. The meals are being tracked
using the state agency form. A review of last school year's Average Adult Lunch/Breakfast Cost
Versus Actual Adult Lunch/Breakfast Charge Formula indicated $20,014.09 needed to
reimbursed to Child Nutrition for adult meals. Financial records showed only $10,821.04 was

reimbursed.

Corrective Action Required: Submit an up to date Revenue/ Expenditure Report for the current
school year. Indicate how the Child Nutrition fund will be made whole. The Adult Cost/Charge

Formula for the current school year totaled $14,184.60 through January 2026.
