	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities - 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement- Review period documentation must indicate that all of the required meal components per weekly meal pattern requirements are met.                                                 Finding-For lunch- Dec 10, 18 did not have fruit component. Dec 19 did not have any production records. No salad production records for the month and it was part of the reimbursable meal. For breakfast- Dec 19 had no production records. Grains did not meet weekly pattern requirements and the 80% whole grain requirement was not met for breakfast or lunch. Subgroup vegetables did not meet the weekly meal pattern requirement. 
This resulted in 283 component errors for lunch and 93 errors for breakfast. This is a repeat finding from a previous review. This will also result in taking away the performance incentive for lunches.
Corrective Action Required- All child nutrition staff must take meal pattern, production record, and whole grains training. Purchase CN Label products, whole grains and cereals that meet sugar requirements. Only use standardized recipes and save all grains labels.  
Requirement- Planned menu quantities must meet meal pattern requirements.
Finding- For lunch-Dec 5,8,11,15,17 did not prepare enough food compared to their edit checks, there was no salad production records. Dec 1, 12 did not have quantities written down. Dec 2, 4, 9 no standardized recipes. Dec 3 did not have CN label product.
For breakfast- Dec 2, 3, 4, 9, 10, 11 did not prepare enough food compared to their edit checks, Dec 5 did not have credible cereal (did not meet sugar requirements), Dec 1, 8, 18 did not have quantities written down. 
This resulted in 1032 quantity errors for lunch and 882 errors for breakfast. This is a repeat finding from a previous review.
Corrective Action Required- All child nutrition staff must take meal pattern, production record training.

	CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED TO BE COMPLETED BY21068k: Offer versus Serve - 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8

Requirement- Offer vs Serve must be implemented properly.
Finding- For Lunch the Meat, Grain, Fruit and part of the vegetable component was put on all student trays.  The Milk and other part of vegetable component were the only choices. Students were not allowed the choice of the 3 components they wanted. 
For Breakfast the cooks were not ensuring that all kids had 3 out of the 4 items. As we observed, we sent several students back to get more items to make a reimbursable tray.
Corrective Action Required- All child nutrition staff must take offer vs serve training.

Requirement- All child nutrition staff must be offer vs served trained.
Findings- There were not staff with offer vs serve training.
