Corrective Action Required - Plan menus that meet the vegetable subgroups each week as well
as the 80% whole-grain requirement. The required 80% whole-grain was not met for lunch. This
1s not a repeat violation and fiscal action will not be assessed. Production records need more
information entered daily as well. The high school kitchen manager is new this year. She has
taken several trainings and continued technical assistance will be provided. Provide menus for
next school year that meet meal patterns for both breakfast and lunch as corrective action.
