During the review, the possible sale of snack items was observed in a staff office during an
interview with a staff member. The staff member stated that the items were related to a holiday
party. Technical assistance was provided to the superintendent regarding regulations governing
fundraisers and the prohibition against selling food items in competition the the NSLP.

The Child Nutrition Director was not notified in sufficient time that a majority of the elementary
students would be absent due to a field trip. Technical assistance was provided to the
superintendent regarding the need for timely communication so the Child Nutrition Director can
accurately plan meal service. The Director requires at least two weeks' advance notice to purchase
the appropriate amount of food.

Monthly claims do not reflect the number of meals served to adults. Technical assistance was
provided to the Child Nutrition Director to include the number of adult meals in the monthly
claim.
