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The Building Code Official Brochure, published by a joint effort
of the Oklahoma State Board of Registration for Professional Engineers
and Land Surveyors, the Board of Governors of Licensed Architects
and Landscape Architects of Oklahoma, and the State Fire Marshal, is
ready for distribution.  This brochure was developed to aid building
officials, design and construction professionals, and the general public in
understanding the laws governing the practice of architecture and
engineering in Oklahoma.

Information contained in the brochure is basic and not intended
to be a complete discussion of the Oklahoma laws.  A major effort has
been made to identify and address the questions most frequently asked
by building officials.  Building officials protect the public by enforcing
building code requirements.  Throughout the plan check and inspection
process building officials try to ensure compliance with building codes,
local codes, and ordinances.  Building officials have the authority to
reject documents as submitted and to withhold permits.  Building
officials rely on the State Boards to assure that the registrants and
licensees are competent to practice.  The Boards must depend primarily
upon the local building officials and State Fire Marshal, particularly in
municipalities with no local building code officials, to assure that only
those who are properly licensed are allowed to provide design services.

Some of the topics included in the brochure are listed below:
1. Which type of licensee must prepare and seal specific types of

plans and documents.
2. Signing and sealing requirements for architects and engineers.
3. Exemptions from the building codes.

SPCC PLANS
SIGNING AND SEALING  PROVISIONS

The Board was recently requested to review the signing
and sealing requirements for Spill Prevention, Control and Counter-
measure Plans (SPCC).  This plan is required by the Environmental
Protection Agency to help prevent any discharge of oil into navi-
gable waters or adjoining shorelines.  Because the plan is required
by the EPA to be certified by a licensed professional engineer, and
that the plan “has been prepared in accordance with good engi-
neering practices . . .” the Board ruled that the preparation of the
plan does constitute the practice of engineering and must following
the signing and sealing rules outlined in OAC 245:15-17.  Specifi-

March 1, 2004 to June 30, 2004

EXPIRATION/REVOCATION - Registrations may be revoked by the Board for non-payment of renewal
fees.  Registrants will be notified of revocation by certified mail.  Typically this notifications mailed 10 days
following expiration.
RENEWALS - Each registration issued by the Board expires on the last day of the month in which renewal
fees are due, and becomes invalid on that date unless paid. One notice of the renewal is sent by first class mail
to the address of record in the board files.  This in effect provides notice two months prior to revocation.
REINSTATEMENT -   Former registrants whose certificates have expired and were revoked for failure to
pay renewal fees and desire to reinstate shall make application for reinstatement within 180 days after expira-
tion and pay the prescribed renewal fee and penalty.  After 180 days, a new application will be required, which
shall be considered specifically by the Board, both from the standpoint of competency and of character.

In the Matter of J. Steven Fox, PLS 1165 and
Fox & Dreschler, Inc. CA 375, Case No. 2003-
22, Through Consent:  J. Steven Fox prepared a
well field boundary survey which did not meet the
Minimum Standards for the Practice of Land
Surveying by the survey not matching the boundary
description; not certifying that it met minimum
standards; failing to show evidence of
inconsistencies and the nature of the inconsistencies;
erroneously showing the boundary to be the meander
line; and failing to have monuments placed at the
corners. Mr. Fox is found Guilty and assessed a
$500.00 administrative penalty.

Fox & Dreschler, by issuing the well field
survey which failed to meet the Minimum Standards
for the Practice of Land Surveying committed
misconduct.  They are found Guilty and assessed a
$500.00 administrative penalty.  Respondents shall
prepare a corrected survey for their client which
meets the Minimum Standards for Land Surveying
within six months of the date of the order.

In the Matter of Gerald L. McGarvin, PLS 682
and Delta Surveying & Engineering Company
CA 990, Case No. 2004-02, Through Consent:
Gerald L. McGarvin prepared a survey for a county
bridge which did not meet the Minimum Standards
for the Practice of Land Surveying by failing to do
proper research for controlling corners or lost
monuments; not basing the survey on the United
States Public Land Survey System by not following
the BLM Manual of Surveying Instructions for the
guide for restoration of lost or obliterated corners
and not locating or using any corners in the course of
placing a monument at a spot he determined as the
center of the section; and failing to affix a durable
marker or cap bearing his registration number on the
monument he placed as a part of the survey.
Further, Mr. McGarvin issued survey documents to a
client that were not signed, dated, and sealed by him.
Mr. McGarvin is found Guilty and assessed a total
amount of $1,000.00 in administrative penalties.
     Delta Surveying & Engineering, by issuing the
county bridge survey, which did not meet the

Minimum Standards for the Practice of Land
Surveying, committed misconduct.  Further, the firm
failed to have the name of the firm and the firm’s
Certificate of Authorization number and expiration date
on any of the surveying documents issued to the client.
Delta Surveying & Engineering Company is found
Guilty and assessed a total amount of $1,000.00 in
administrative penalties.

In the Matter of Jeffrey P. Francis, PE 20859,
Case No. 2004-03, Through Consent:  Jeffrey P.
Francis admits that he practiced engineering in the
state of Oklahoma prior to the time his certificate of
registration was issued.  Mr. Francis is found Guilty
and assessed a $250.00 administrative penalty.

In the Matter of Black & Veatch LLP, CA 2004,
Case No. 2004-20, Through Consent:  Black &
Veatch, through its act of accepting surveys for the
Hugo Station Rail Spur for WFEC Railroad, in which
markers or monuments were either not found or not
noted on the drawings, and which were not signed and
sealed by a registered land surveyor, did not
demonstrate the concern, attention and involvement to
assure that the surveying company they contracted
with complied with the terms of their contract with
Black & Veatch, which constitutes gross negligence.
Black & Veatch LLP is found Guilty and assessed a
$10,000.00 administrative penalty.  The firm is further
ordered on projects within the state of Oklahoma,
to cease and desist from using surveyors who are
not registered in Oklahoma and from using
surveying firms (other than individually owned
firms not required by the Oklahoma rules to have a
Certificate of Authorization) that do not have
certificates of authorization from the state of
Oklahoma.

In the Matter of Technical Power Services-
Oklahoma, LLC, Case No. 2004-36, Through
Consent:  Technical Power Services conducted a
forensic study of the electrical power distribution
system for the Legend’s Sports Complex.  This firm
also advertised through promotional information and

publications that they had an Oklahoma office.   The
firm did not have a certificate of authorization to
practice engineering; therefore the firm offered and
practiced engineering in the state of Oklahoma
without being authorized to do so. The firm is found
Guilty and assessed a $500.00 administrative penalty
and ordered to cease and desist from the practice
of engineering in the state of Oklahoma until such
time as it is authorized to do so.

In the Matter of Joseph Trent Cragin, PE
19492, Case No. 2004-63, Through Consent:
For being disciplined by the Minnesota Board for
practicing engineering in Minnesota with an expired
license, Joseph Trent Cragin is hereby Reprimanded.

July 9-10, 2004
In the Matter of Parker Electric Company, Inc.
and Robert Parker, Case No. 2002-39B,
Through Consent:  For Parker Electric Company
issuing plans for an electrical engineering project
related to the Sonic Bricktown Office Building in
Oklahoma City without being authorized to do so, it is
found Guilty of offering to practice and practicing
engineering without a certificate of authorization and
assessed an administrative penalty of $1,000.00.  For
Robert Parker offering and practicing electrical
engineering in regard to this project, Mr. Parker is
found Guilty and assessed an administrative penalty
of $1,000.00.  Respondents are hereby ordered to
cease and desist from offering to practice and/or
practicing engineering in the state of Oklahoma
until they are authorized to do so.

In the Matter of A.D. Doak II, Myles Wells,
Wells Doak Engineers, Inc. and William Franz,
Jr., Case No. 2003-49, Through Consent:
William Franz, Jr. is a registered architect in the state
of Oklahoma.  A.D. Doak II and Myles Wells are
registered engineers in the state of Texas.  William
Franz, Jr. was retained to design the mechanical and
electrical systems finish out plans for a conversion of
a Blockbuster store in Oklahoma City to a Medical
Center.  Mr. Doak and Mr. Wells designed the
electrical and mechanical system for the building and
provided the design to the architect, Mr. Franz.  Mr.
Franz signed and sealed the electrical and mechanical
plans for the project and submitted them to the client.
Mr. Franz is therefore found Guilty of offering and

providing engineering services without a certificate of
registration.  Mr. Franz is assessed an administrative
penalty in the amount of $1,500.00.  Mr. Doak and
Mr. Wells are found Guilty of offering and
performing engineering services in the state of
Oklahoma without certificates of registration and
assessed administrative penalties in the amount of
$500.00 each.  Wells Doak Engineers, Inc. is found
Guilty of offering and practicing engineering services
in the state of Oklahoma without a certificate of
authorization and assessed an administrative penalty
in the amount of $500.00.  Respondents are ordered
to cease and desist from offering to practice and
practicing engineering in the state of Oklahoma
until they are properly registered and authorized.

In the Matter of Oklahoma Testing
Laboratories of McAlester, Robert Patterson,
and C. Wayne Taylor, PE 10984, Case No. 2003-
53, Through Consent:  Between April 2002 and
February 2004, Oklahoma Testing Laboratories of
McAlester offered and performed engineering
services in the form of soil testing and
recommendations on 19 projects in Oklahoma.  The
firm did not have a certificate of authorization to offer
or perform engineering services in Oklahoma, and is
therefore found Guilty and assessed an
administrative penalty of $4,000.00.  Robert
Patterson, owner and operator of this firm, prepared
these reports and signed 14 of the reports using his
name and falsifying the name of C. Wayne Taylor,
P.E.  The remaining 5 reports were prepared by Mr.
Patterson, and reviewed, signed and sealed by Mr.
Taylor.  Mr. Patterson is found Guilty of offering and
practicing engineering in Oklahoma without a
certificate of registration and assessed an
administrative penalty of $4,000.00.  Both Robert
Patterson and Oklahoma Testing Laboratories of
McAlester are ordered to cease and desist from
offering or practicing engineering services in the
state of Oklahoma until such time as they are
registered to do so.

C. Wayne Taylor signed and sealed
engineering reports not performed under his direct
supervision and control, and therefore aided and
abetted the firm and Patterson in evading the
provision of Title 59, 475.1 et seq.  Mr. Taylor is
found Guilty and assessed an administrative penalty
of $1,000.00.  Mr. Taylor is further ordered to

cease and desist from signing and sealing
engineering work that is not done under his direct
supervision and control.

In the Matter of GE Energy, a division of
General Electric Company, CA 4555, Case No.
2004-14, Through Consent:  For offering and
practicing engineering in the state of Oklahoma
without a certificate of authorization, by and through
individuals who were not registered in Oklahoma to
practice engineering, on six (6) projects located in the
state of Oklahoma, the firm is found Guilty and
assessed administrative penalties in the sum of
$15,000.00.

In the Matter of Charles B. Cullum, PLS 968,
Case No. 2004-19, Through Consent:  For being
disciplined by the Kansas Board for violation of the
Kansas Minimum Standards for the Practice of Land
Surveying, Charles B. Cullum is hereby
Reprimanded.

In the Matter of Virgil C. Vaughn, PLS 405; H &
S Surveying, Inc., CA 1600; Jeff Hughart; and
Barry Stone; Case No. 2004-60, Through
Consent:  H & S Surveying, Inc. issued a boundary
survey dated in 2001.  The survey was not signed or
sealed.  Virgil Vaughn was listed as being in
responsible charge of the surveying activities for the
firm, but was unaware that this survey had been
performed and issued by H & S.  Another boundary
survey was issued covering the same property in
2003.  This survey was signed and sealed by Mr.
Vaughn.  Both the 2001 and 2003 surveys violated the
Minimum Standards for the Practice of Land
Surveying because the surveys do not match the
boundary description; the 2001 survey was not
certified to meet the minimum standards; they both
failed to show evidence of inconsistencies and the
nature of the inconsistencies; and both surveys
erroneously showed the boundary to be the “meander
line”.  Therefore Mr. Vaughn is found Guilty of
violating the Minimum Standards for the Practice of
Land Surveying and assessed an administrative
penalty of $1,000.00.    H & S Surveying is found
Guilty of misconduct for issuing surveys that do not
meet the Minimum Standards for the Practice of
Land Surveying and assessed an administrative
penalty of $1,000.00.  The 2001 survey was prepared

and issued by Jeff Hughart and Barry Stone.  Both
individuals are found Guilty of practicing land
surveying without a certificate of registration to do so
and each assessed an administrative penalty of
$1,000.00.  Jeff Hughart and Barry Stone are
ordered to cease and desist from practicing land
surveying in the state of Oklahoma until such time
as they are registered by this Board.

In the Matter of Derek James Klinkenborg,
PLS 1549, Case No. 2004-69, Through Consent:
Derek Klinkenborg drafted an easement overlaying
the easement description onto a prior survey prepared
by another company.  Mr. Klinkenborg did not
conduct a field survey of the site and signed and
sealed a copy of the survey.  Mr. Klinkenborg falsely
certified that the survey was made on the ground
under his personal supervision and that it was a true,
correct representation of the facts as found at the
time of the survey.  For being disciplined by the
Missouri Board for this violation, Derek Klinkenborg
is hereby Reprimanded.

In the Matter of Arnold Irwin, Jr., Case No.
2004-73, Through Consent:  Arnold Irwin, Jr. is
not a registered land surveyor in the state of
Oklahoma.  Mr. Irwin revised a survey that had been
prepared by his father, who surrendered his
registration as a professional land surveyor on
February 25, 2004, in lieu of prosecution.  Arnold
Irwin, Jr. corrected the survey prepared by his father,
and signed his father’s name to the revised survey
and used his father’s seal on the survey.  The revision
constituted the practice of land surveying.  Arnold
Irwin, Jr. is found Guilty of offering and practicing
land surveying in the state of Oklahoma without a
certificate of registration to do so and assessed an
administrative penalty in the amount of $500.00.
Arnold Irwin, Jr. is ordered to cease and desist
from offering or practicing land surveying in the
state of Oklahoma until such time as he has
been issued a certificate of registration to do so.

Bob is a very active member and past officer of several
professional societies, such as the Consulting Engineers Council
of Oklahoma, Structural Engineering Council of Oklahoma, and
the Construction Specifications Institute.  He is also an active
member of the Rotary Club.

Since his appointment to the Board in 1999, Bob has
been an active member of this Board and also very active with
the National Council of Examiners for Engineering and Survey-
ing.  He has served for 2 years on the on the Examination
Policies and Procedures Committee, 2 years on the Professional

FILING  AN  ANOMYMOUS  COMPLAINT

Very few people enjoy filing complaints against their professional peers.  Even though the statutes
and rules of the Board require that if you are aware of an infraction you are bound by ethical requirements
to submit this information to the Board, professionals tend to prefer to look the other way rather than turn in
a peer to the Board.  While it is perfectly lawful to file an anonymous complaint with this Board, anonymous
complaints have their drawbacks.

All complaints are initally reviewed to verify that there is a possible violation of the Board’s statutes
and rules.  Sometimes the complaint is returned to the individual filing the complaint because, while there
appears to be a problem, it does not appear to be within the Board’s jurisdiction.  Sometimes additional
information is required to verify the initial complaint prior to a full investigation being conducted.  Almost
always, though, some additional information is needed before a full investigation can be conducted.  The
problem with filing an anonymous complaint is that there is no way for this contact to be made.  No addi-
tional information can be requested from the complaintant, and the file is inevitably closed prior to an
investigation being conducted.  Because the person filing the complaint is anonymous, many times the
complainant may feel that the Investigative Committee of the Board is not doing its job or that the Board is
not doing its job, when in reality more communication was needed. 9

cally, OAC 245:15-17-2(b) which states “Regis-
trants must affix their seal, signature, and date to
drawings which reflect work for which the regis-
trant has responsible charge.”  “Responsible
charge” is defined as  having direct control and
personal supervision of engineering work or land
surveying.  The definition of “direct control” and
“personal supervision” states “whether used
separately or together mean active and per-
sonal management of the firm’s personnel and

practice including personal presence in the work
place to maintain charge of and concurrent
direction over engineering or land surveying
decisions and the instruments of professional
services to which the registrant affixes the seal,
signature, and date.”  Therefore, it would not be
lawful for an engineer to review, sign and seal an
SPCC plan that is prepared by someone from
another firm or does not meet these definitions.
