to study and prepare for the exams. It is always refreshing to get to meet the new
licensees and their families. The future of Professional Engineering and Land
Surveyingisin very good hands with these young people. Whilethe
accomplishment isindividual and personal, the process is ateam effort. Licensure
separates and elevates the individual to a new level among his peers. It aso
provides a new level of mobility for the new PE.

The disciplinary proceedings are the distasteful part of the board members
duties, even though this work is so very necessary to protect the health, safety, and
welfare of the citizens of Oklahoma. Unfortunately, our effortsin this area have
grown by necessity. The enforcement activities usually occupy the entire first day
of the two-day board meetings, which are held six times per year. The
enforcement staff has expanded to meet the need. Offenders to our statutes and
rulesfall into three main categories. engineers or citizens who practice engineering
with or without alicense or CA, engineers coming into Oklahomato do work
without getting properly licensed or getting a CA, and engineers practicing outside
of their areas of expertise —which isaviolation of the rules of professional
conduct. Of the three, the most egregiousin my mind is the latter. Working around
PE’s who are licensed in other disciplines does NOT qualify one to practicein
those areas. If we have experienced PE’s in the community who feel they can
practice in another areain which they do not have the three Es (education,
examination, and experience), they may want to apply to take the related PE exam
to become licensed in that area. The board does not currently have plans to pursue
licensing by discipline, but the board staff gets frequent questions from local code
authorities trying to determine if the plans they review are being prepared, signed
and sealed by engineers who are licensed electrical engineers or some new
mechanical engineer who feels, for a fee, he can sign/seal anything he pleases.
Thisisjust an example, but there are similar issues with civil/structural, civil/
mechanical, and mechanical/electrical.

We have tried to provide guidelines for proper signing/sealing of documents
in our A/E Brochure. Thisoriginal effort under the direction of Board Member Bob
Zahl, PE, is being updated at present to reflect recent changes in architectural and
engineering statutes and rules. We also have a new subcommittee working with a
similar subcommittee of the Board of Architects to work toward resolution of areas
where we have overlap in the laws regulating the two professions. Once we come
to aresolution in the key areas, weintend to invite building code officiasinto the
process to draft a new handbook for proper signing/sealing of engineering
documents, which will assist the building code officials. Thiswill allow the building
code officials to be of more help in our common efforts to protect the interest of the
public. Stay tuned for more to come with this effort.

... Well, the call just came from the Governor’s office and my
reappointment is official. Soon, | will be sworn in again and my term will
continue contiguously from June 29, 2008 to June 28, 2014. The work at this
board is addictive but it is a wonderful addiction to be able to help elevate our
professions and help other board members and our outstanding board staff to
protect the health, safety, and welfare of the public.

EXPIRATION/REVOCATION - Licenses may be revoked by the Board for non-payment of renewal fees. Licensees will
be notified of revocation by certified mail. Typically thisnotificationismailed 10 daysfollowing expiration.
RENEWAL S - Each license issued by the Board expires on the last day of the month in which renewal fees are due, and
becomes invalid on that date unless paid. One notice of the renewal is sent by first class mail to the address of record in the
board files. Thisin effect provides notice two months prior to revocation.
REINSTATEMENT - Former licensees whose certificates have expired and were revoked for failure to pay renewal fees and
desireto reinstate shall make application for reinstatement within 180 days after expiration and pay the prescribed renewal fee
and penalty. After 180 days, a new application will be required, which shall be considered specifically by the Board, both from the
standpoint of competency and of character.

Mobility ...Know theLaw BeforeYou Travel

A number of yearsago the National Council for Engineering and
Surveying (NCEES) introduced a Records Program that was
intended to facilitate and expedite mobility. Theprogramvastly
speeds up the out-of -state licensing process. The OklahomaBoard
has embraced this program and encouragesour in-state licensees
seeking projectsin other statesto take advantage of thistime and
resource saving program. (For moreinformation regarding the
Records Program go to www.ncees.org/records/)

However, with mobility comesthe added responsibility of
tracking your licenses, keeping them current in each state, and
knowing and applying therulesand laws of the stateswhereyou are
licensed. Differencesin surveying practicefrom stateto staterequire BruceA. Pitts, PLS,
that land surveyorstake and pass astate examination that includes Director of Enforcement
state specificlicensing lawsand rules. Engineering mobility may
require state specific examinationsand sometimesthelicensing lavsand rulesare overlooked. Licensees
arerequired to know the lawswherethey practice and you don’t want to be disciplined because of
ignoranceof thelaw. Further, youwould then berequired to report thisdisciplinary action on every
application and renewal you complete. Soif you areindoubt—ASK! Call the appropriatelicensing
board and ask any questionsyou may have concerning their statelawsand rules. (For contact
information of all licensing boards go to www.ncees.org/licensure/licensing_boards/)

Anexampleof an OklahomaRulethat isfrequently violated isour OAC 245:15-23 —1(a) that
requiresthat “ a person, firm or entity holding itself out ashaving the qualificationsto, isableto
or who does contract, offer or perform engineeringor land surveying servicesin thisstate shall
belicensed” . That includestheindividual licensee and thefirm, if thelicenseeisnot practicing asan
individua. The OklahomaBoard regularly disciplineslicenseesfor offering to practiceand practicing
prior to becoming licensed. Obtaining thelicense must happen before offering and practicing engineering
and land surveying. [ See exceptionsto thisrule OAC 245-15-23-1(a)(5)]

Another exampleof alaw that our licenseesmust befamiliar with isthe definition of “ Dir ect
Control and Personal Supervision”. InOklahoma, our strict definitionincludes” activeand
per sonal management of thefirm’spersonne and practiceincluding per sonal presencein the
wor kplaceto maintain char ge of, and concurrent direction over engineeringor land surveying
decisons’. Thereisnoprovisoninour lawtosmply “review” thework of non-licensed individualsand
thereareno provisionsfor remotedirect control and personal supervision. Out-sourcing engineering
designwork to foreign countriesisnot all owed becausethelicensed engineer cannot exercisedirect
control or personal supervision over theengineering work. Since Oklahomarequiresfirmauthorization,
alicensee must be prepared to demonstrate an employment rel ationship with thefirmthat isnot apart-
timeor consulting rel ationship.

Knowledge of statelawsand rulesaffecting engineering and surveying isimportant to your
successful practice. So go ahead and get mobile, but Sow down and take thetimeto get familiar with
state specific requirements.
